TAX RELIEF ON DONATIONS, IRELAND

In order to manage the development function effectively in UCD, it is college policy to ensue that all private donations are routed in the first instance through UCD Foundation Ltd and then these funds are transferred to the relevant UCD Fund.

UCD Foundation Ltd is an approved body within the meaning of Section 848A and Schedule 26A of the Taxes Consolidation Act (TCA) 1997.

The UCD Foundation supports the advancement of research and education at UCD.  All donations of over €250 made to the UCD Foundation in any year are eligible for tax relief. 

If you are a PAYE only taxpayer, the tax relief is given directly to the UCD Foundation on a grossed up basis at the end of the tax year.  This could increase the value of your gift by up to 72%, at no cost to you!

Upon receipt of your gift, the UCD Foundation will send you an ‘Appropriate Certificate’ to fill out and return.
If you are a self-assessed taxpayer or if you pay a portion of your tax under the self-assessment system but also pay tax under the PAYE tax system, you claim the tax relief.  This means that a higher rate taxpayer can recover 42% of the gross value of any donation.  The UCD Foundation will send you a receipt acknowledging your donation.
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
