TITLE FOR ASSOCIATE PROFESSORS AND PROFESSORS

Approved by Academic Council 31 May 2006 
Should they so wish, Associate Professors/Professors may request the appropriate 

School and College and the Academic Council to approve titles for chairs indicative 

of their areas of expertise.

Where both a School and College have indicated approval in principle for such titles, 

the College should establish procedures whereby individual titles may be proposed 

and considered by the College.

Where a title is approved by the School and College, the Principal should so inform 

the Registrar, in writing.  The Registrar will place the recommendation on the agenda 

for the Academic Council for approval.

The Academic Council notes that approval of a title for an Associate 

Professor/Professor does not confer ownership of any particular field of study or 

research on the Associate Professor/Professor.
