Academic Programme

Typically, Study Abroad students take six modules during
a semester. Modules are chosen from an extensive range
available from UCD’s undergraduate degree programmes.
Study Abroad Students attend regular classes alongside
Irish and other international students. Project and study
groups are designed to ensure that students are fully
integrated into the UCD learning environment. Classes are
typically 3 hours per week per module. Grading is a based
on continuous assessment and final examination.
