Module Registration for Structured PhD Students
· Students who commenced a PhD programme from September 2006 are part of the UCD Structured PhD programme.

· All students entering PhD programmes in UCD College of Engineering & Architecture from Sept 2015 on are required to complete a minimum of 30 credits of taught or transferable skills modules.

· In accordance with the regulations for the Structured PhD programme (http://www.ucd.ie/registry/academicsecretariat/docs/academic_r.pdf), students may take academic or transferable skills modules.

· The aim of taught modules is to facilitate research as well as to provide students with important transferable skills enhancing the opportunity for career development.
· Your School may recommend or require specific modules; beyond this it is for you and your Principal Supervisor to decide which modules are most appropriate to your PhD research.

· For students who commenced PhD programmes prior to September 2015 there is no lower limit on the number of taught modules, although there are some restrictions as to the number of modules taken at a particular level, and there is an upper limit on the total number of taught modules. These restrictions are stipulated in the PhD regulations.

Registering to modules
· Being registered to a module for credit means that you will need to attend any lectures and tutorials associated with the module and undertake any assessment components in order to be awarded the credit.

· Unless your School stipulates specific courses, you may choose from the full range of modules available throughout the University.

· The first step to registering to academic modules is to see what modules are available in the University. Modules can be looked up by School, Keyword or Subject at www.ucd.ie/students/course_search.htm.

· Once you have decided, in consultation with your Principal Supervisor, which modules you would like to take, the module registration form needs to be completed and returned to Room 126/Graduate School Office, Engineering & Materials Science Centre.
· The module registration form is available at www.ucd.ie/eacollege/graduateschool/currentstudents/moduleregistration or a copy can be obtained from the Graduate School Office.
· The module registration form must be signed by your Principal Supervisor and the relevant module co-ordinator(s).
· If you decide, after submitting the module registration form, to withdraw from the module or to audit the module, you must inform the Graduate School Manager within six weeks of the commencement of the module.
Auditing a module

· Auditing a module means that you are required to attend the lectures but there will be no assessment component or credits awarded on completion.

· If you wish to audit a module you must follow the same process as above in order to be registered under audit status; please specify clearly on your module registration form that you wish to audit the module – credit status is otherwise automatically assigned.
· If you are registered to a module for credit and wish to change to audit you must inform the Graduate School Manager within six weeks of the commencement of the module.
Withdrawing from a module

· If you are registered for credit to a module and wish to withdraw, you must inform the Graduate School Manager within six weeks of the commencement of the module. Failure to withdraw from the module within six weeks of its commencement may result in a failing grade.
