Almost one
thousand overseas companies use lIreland as their
European base including Google, Intel, Yahoo, Adobe,
Microsoft, Hewlett Packard, Apple and Amazon.com.
There are excellent air links to European capitals and
flight time to London is approximately 1 hour.

In 2008 and 2010, it was voted by Lonely
Planet as the friendliest country in the world!

Dublin

Dublin, capital of Ireland, traces its origins to 988 AD.
With its wide streets and gracious architecture, Dublin
is a historical and contemporary cultural centre for the
island of Ireland as well as a modern centre of educa-
tion, the arts, administrative function, economy and
industry.

University College Dublin

Established in 1854, University College Dublin is the
largest and most international of Ireland’s universities.
UCD has a student population of over 24,000. There are
more than 4,500 International students, about 20% of
the total student body.
