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Research Award Winners 
Our students and staff are well known for producing world-class research. Three of our staff, Professor
Helen Roche, Dr Ross Neville and Dr Gráinne O’Donoghue were recently acknowledged for the roles they
play in supervising, mentoring and supporting this research.

Professor Roche, Full Professor of Nutrigenomics, Director of
UCD Conway Institute and Fellow, UCD Institute of Food &
Health was awarded the prestigious Science Foundation
Ireland Mentorship Award 2021. The SFI Mentorship Award
recognises outstanding mentorship provided by a researcher
funded by Science Foundation Ireland. Awardees must have
demonstrated a commitment to nurturing the intellectual,
creative, scholarly and/or professional growth of their
mentees, enabled their mentees to become independent and
be recognised in their own right as a subject matter expert
and shown a sustained commitment to a mentoring
relationship that has supported the career progression and/or
the personal development of mentees.

We are very proud of Dr Ryan who has contributed hugely to global public health over the course of
his career. Dr Ryan first joined WHO in 1996, with a newly established unit to respond to emerging
and epidemic disease threats. He has worked in conflict-affected countries and led many responses
to high-impact epidemics. He is a founding member of the Global Outbreak Alert and Response
Network (GOARN), which has aided the response to hundreds of disease outbreaks around the world.

Dr Ryan served as Coordinator of Epidemic Response (2000-2003), Operational Coordinator of WHO’s
response to the SARS outbreak (2003), and as WHO’s Director of Global Alert and Response (2005-
2011). He was a Senior Advisor on Polio Eradication for the Global Polio Eradication Initiative from
2013 to 2017, deploying to countries in the Middle East. He served as Assistant Director-General for
Emergency Preparedness and Response in WHO’s Health Emergencies Programme from 2017 to 2019.
Currently Dr Ryan is the Executive Director, WHO Health Emergencies Programme and is leading the
WHO’s emergency response to the COVID-19 pandemic. Watch the award ceremony here: Alumni

We are delighted to announce the launch of the JPI-APPETITE website which will be used to
stimulate interest, recruit and disseminate the findings of the APPETITE project. The APPETITE
project is a trans-European project involving 6 European countries (Germany, Ireland, Italy,
Netherlands, France and the UK). The project is funded in Ireland by the Health Research Board
under the EU Joint Programming Initiative 'A Healthy Diet for a Healthy Life' for the development of
targeted nutrition for prevention of undernutriton in older adults (PREVNUT). Older adults with
poor appetite are at high risk of undernutrition due to the role of appetite as a key driver of food
intake. Dietary protein and fibre are critical nutrients in this population and enhancing their intake
is vital to preventing undernutrition and maintaining health. The APPETITE project seeks to prevent
undernutrition by enhancing appetite through the development of innovative plant-based protein
and fibre supplements with or without physical activity in older community-dwelling adults with
poor appetite.

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January 2022: Final Year Students
The 20 final year MSc in Clinical Nutrition and Dietetics dissertation presentations were held in the
Conway Institute on 15th December, attended remotely by the external examiner in Dietetics, Professor
Regan Bailey, Purdue University, US, the Year 1 MSc in Clinical Nutrition and Dietetics students who have
now progressed to Year 2 and external contributors to the dissertations. The students had undertaken
rapid reviews on a variety of clinical and public health nutrition topics including childhood cancer, critical
care, home enteral feeding, non-alcoholic fatty liver disease, assessment of appetite in older adults,
interventions to manage childhood obesity, adolescent health and breastfeeding practices. The student
presentations were of excellent quality, very enjoyable and interesting to listen to. These students
started the MSc programme in January 2020 and have had to complete most of their academic teaching
online and clinical placements in very busy, highly stressful clinical environments. They have been
collaborative, resourceful and resilient throughout and many have already been offered clinical or
community dietetics posts pending CORU registration as dietitians. We are proud of what they have
achieved under very difficult circumstances and wish them the very best in their careers.

The National University of Ireland Awards 2021

Professors Patricia Fitzpatrick, SPHPSS and Cecily Kelleher, CHAS Principle were appointed by the
Minister for Health Stephen Donnelly TD and Minister of State with responsibility for Public Health,
Wellbeing and the National Drugs Strategy, Frank Feighan TD, to the newly formed Public Health Reform
Expert Advisory Group (EAG) based in the Department of Health. Membership of the Group includes
national and international experts with experience at senior levels and with expertise across the
domains of public health. The Expert Group will initially focus on identifying learnings from the public
health components of the response to the COVID-19 pandemic in Ireland with a view towards
strengthening health protection generally and future public health pandemic preparedness specifically.
The EAG will also identify lessons from international best practice regarding reform and strengthening of
other core public health functions, including the promotion of health and wellbeing, population health
research and health intelligence and health service improvement. The Expert Group will then examine
the key components of the existing delivery model(s) for public health in Ireland, with a view to
recommending an appropriate operating model to develop and oversee the delivery of Public Health in
Ireland into the future.

Public Health Reform Expert Advisory Group

Associate Prof. Clare Corish and the ONSPres Malnutrition Research Study
team are hosting an online seminar on 10th March 12.30-2.30pm to
highlight key findings from the ONSPres study and discuss the 'next steps'
for research and practice related to malnutrition and oral nutritional
supplement (ONS) usage in the Irish health service context. The ONSPres
Study findings detail the views of interdisciplinary healthcare professionals
working in primary care (GPs, nurses, dietitians, physiotherapists, speech
and language therapists, occupational therapists, community pharmacists)
and older adult patients about malnutrition screening and management,
and ONS prescribing in practice. The study also examined data from the
Primary Care Reimbursement Scheme to understand ONS prescribing
practises and characteristics of ONS users in Ireland. An e-learning module
on malnutrition management for healthcare professionals was developed
by the research team and is currently being made available online.
Representatives from the national health and social care professions
office, HSE older persons clinical and frailty programmes, dietetics, and
physiotherapy, and academic collaborators from medicine and pharmacy
will participate in the event. The event will be of interest to various
healthcare disciplines from academic, research and health service settings.
