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MSc Geographies of the Global South
(One Year Full Time)
The Global South accounts for over 80 per 
cent of the world’s population, and represents 
enormous diversity and rapid transformation, 
commanding an ever-increasing role in 
global affairs. Many countries of the Global 
South have achieved impressive economic 
growth, including some of the fastest growing 
economies in the world. Yet, the Global South 
also houses the bulk of the global poor, with 
growth often accompanied by mounting spatial 
and socio-economic inequalities. 

This MSc programme offers students a critical 
understanding of key issues and theoretical 

debates in contemporary geographies of 
the Global South. This one-year degree is 
designed to provide students with an advanced 
knowledge of key challenges, potentials and 
contestations in the Global South at a range 
of scales and informed by local experiences of 
development, change and sustainability.

A strong emphasis is placed on developing 
students’ applied skills in geo-spatial 
technology and an understanding of their 
real-world application to Global South issues, 
research and to informing practice, planning 
and policy making. 

Students are provided with an opportunity to gain first-hand experience 
carrying out a field-based research project in a Global South context. Field 
and class-based learning develops critical theoretical understanding of 
key conceptual issues; competency in geo-spatial technologies; and 
enhances research skills in preparation for a range of careers.
